6. Have amateur status in all athletics
7. Complete this application

8. Return this application to the Fort Wayne USBC office postmarked no later than the
2" Friday in March

local Hall of Fame Banquet sponsored by the Association in the month of May.

This award will be sent to the school specified by, and in the name of, the winner after
verification of registration and enroliment.
