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Fort Wayne Metro Youth City Championship Rules 
 

1.  This tournament is sanctioned by USBC and open to Fort Wayne 

Metro Youth members. 

 

2.  AVERAGES: A bowler must use their highest yearbook average 

in any league with a minimum of 9 games. Or a minimum 9 game 

current league average in Ft. Wayne Metro as of November 15th, 

2024. One copy of the league standing sheet, which contains both 

the first and last name of each bowler, must be turned in with entry 

form. 

 

3.  SUBSTITUTES: When a sub starts bowling for an absent or tardy 

bowler, he/she will finish the event. NO switching or changing of 

assigned times or original line-up will be permitted except in case of 

emergency as decided by tournament committee or rep. A sub will be 

inserted for a missing bowler five minutes prior to each squad. No 

rearranging of line-up is permitted. 

 

4.  DRESS CODE:  Proper attire & all necessary underclothes must 

be worn at all times. NONE of the following allowed: Hats, Halter 

Tops, Tank Tops, Obscene Slogans or Liquor Advertisements. YOGA 

PANTS, LEGGINGS, AND SWEAT PANTS ARE STRONGLY 

DISCOURAGED. BLACK/KHAKI SHORTS PERMITTED.  Any other 

clothing under question will be decided at the discretion of the 

designated tournament director. 

 

5.  Violation of tournament rules will carry the penalty of 

disqualification of the bowler with no refund. 

 

6.  NO electronic devices on the lanes while bowling. NO food or 

drinks in the bowler’s area. NO alcohol consumption will be permitted 

by adults behind the youth bowler’s lanes. NO smoking/vaping 

permitted on premises or by bowlers during competition. 

 

7.  Tournament handicap is 90% of 200. Base score will be 

determined by what division you are in. No girls/boys separate 

divisions. All divisions are determined by the bowler’s average.

8.  The top 2 places in each division/each event will receive awards. 

A $100.00 scholarship will be awarded to 1st place winners of All-

Events for each division. 

 

9.  A bowler can enter Doubles only or Singles only. Entrants will 

bowl doubles first and stay on the same pair for singles(unless 

bowling singles, only then that event is 1st). Bowlers can only bowl 

Doubles and Singles ONCE but may enter team multiple times as 

long as two people change. First team score counts for All Events. 

Tardy players may compete in doubles but will have scores marked 

“ZERO” for frames missed or use a sub as long that bowler is not 

already scheduled for doubles. 

 

10.  Shoes will be provided at no cost to all entrants who need them. 

 

11.  All bowlers MUST check in at the tournament office at least 45 

mins prior to shift start. 

 

12.  Entries MUST be accompanied by a money order, check, or 

cashier’s check. Confirmations will be emailed to email provided. 

 

13.  Checks to be made payable to Fort Wayne Metro USBC, and 

mailed to 6506 Constitution Drive, Fort Wayne, IN 46804. Any NSF 

checks will be assessed a charge of $30.00. 

 

14.  Entry Fee: $15.00 per person/event (Lineage $9.00, 

Expense/Trophies $ 6.00).  $5.00 for optional All-Events.
